On the west coast of Canada lies the new 

home of WWS; British Columbia.  The 

province is almost four times larger than 

Great Britain and is larger than any 

American State (aside from Alaska).   

 

British Columbia is characterized by 

mountains, lowlands, plateaus, coastlines, 

rainforests, dry pine forests, desert-like 

areas, wetlands, and meadows.  North-

west tends to mostly coastal mountains 

with more mountains to the east.  Be-

tween the ranges lay plateaus.  The south-

ern part of the province is made up of 

lowlands and plains which connect with 

the Great Plains. 

 

Rainforests and drought ridden areas lay 

on the non-coastline side of the coastal 

mountains.  The varying terrain also af-

fects the climate.  It is also greatly deter-

mined by westerly prevailing winds and 

the warm ocean.  BC enjoys Canadaôs 

longest frost-free periods.  However, like 

any costal region, it has abundant rainfall 

and mild temperatures.  Yet the southern 

interior of BC is notably dry and warm 

compared to the rest of the province. 

 

The province has a 25,000 km long coast-

line dotted with islands.  Its lakes, rivers, 

and streams cover almost 2 million hec-

tares.  This makes it one of the most di-

verse seafood sectors in the world.  The 

variety of climates and terrain helps it 

home to the greatest diversity of plants 

and animals in any of the provinces. 

 

Fortunately for the wolves of WWS, Brit-

ish Columbia has the second-largest 

parks system in Canada, after Canadaôs 

National Parks.  It has nearly 1,000 pro-

vincial parks and protected areas.  In 

2001, there were 65 new parks, 144 con-

servation areas, and 2 ecological reserves, 

and 9 protected areas and expanded more 

than 60 parks and 6 ecological reserves, 

protecting 2 million hectares.  Unfortu-

nately, it is home to Canadaôs only griz-

zly bear sanctuary.

Content Insurance 

In the event of fire, 

flood, theft, etc. your 

landlordôs insurance 

does NOT cover 

you.  You may feel 

as though you donôt 

have much but it 

adds up if you sud-

denly need to replace 

your clothes, shoes, bike, quilts, bed, 

furniture, jewelry, TV, computer, appli-

ances, and books. 

 

Most content insurance policies now of-

fer ñreplacement valueò for items stolen 

or damaged.  In other words, even old or 

used items would be covered at what it 

would cost to buy and equivalent new 

one.  However, beware ñdepreciated 

valueò policies. 

 

Check to see if your parentsô insurance 

covers you while you are away at school.  

Many policies do, but not all.  If you do 

need to buy your insurance, at least pur-

chase a basic policy.  You can keep it 

cheap by splitting  with roommates. 

 

Check the limitations.  Some items may 

only be covered in the policy to a certain 

amount.  If you have, say, rare coin sets, 

collectables, art, quilts, or old jewelry 

worth a small fortune, then have it ap-

praised and have additional insurance for 

those items.  Check if items are insured 

outside your place.  Things like bikes and 

laptops may not be insured once they 

leave your apartment. 

 

Always, Always, Always make a list of 

your valuables.  Include the make, model, 

value, and serial number.  Keep the list in 

a safe place along with receipts for major 

items and photos of the items on the list.  

Take 

pic-

tures 

of 

every-

thing 

on 

your 

list 

and a 

few 

room shots.  Keep digital and hard stored 

away from your apartment.  Having a 

small fire proof safes for documents  is a 

VERY good investment.  In the event of 

someone ramsacking your place, lists are 

a great checklist to see whatôs missing.  

Without a list, you may not notice some-

thing right away.  The more time that 

passes, the harder it will be to make a 

claim. 

 

Remember to get a copy of your exact 

policy.  Some policies do not include 

flooding or flooding caused by rain.  If 

you have a basement apartment, you will 

want to make sure you have flood dam-

age covered 

 

Furnishing & Decorating 

When you are a student or just 

starting out, it doesnôt make 

sense to pay much for furniture.  

Youôll probably be moving 

often and things get banged up.  

Plus many times it is cheaper to sell off 

furniture and buy more when you get to 

where you are going.  Shipping furniture 

is expensive and completely unnecessary. 

 

Freebies and cheap furniture are all 

around you if you know where to look.  

PG furniture  (Parental Giveaways) are 

great because you know where they came 

from.  PG items can include furniture, 

appliances, kitchen wares, cottage cast 

offs, and wedding gifts that were never 

used. 

 

Let everyone and their cousin know that 

youôre going to need thins for your new 

place.  Instead throwing things to the 

curb, they may give you a call first. 

 

Speaking of curbs, many communities 

have  city wide curb castoff day where 

people put anything and everything at the 

side of the road in hoped someone else 

will pick it up and save them from lug-

ging it to the Salvation Army. 

 

With the rise of bedbugs, I strongly sug-

gest against getting anything upholstered 

from an unreliable source.  Curbside 

bookshelves are great but beware the 

curbside or Kijiji couch.

¶ Fridges an freezers work best when half to two-thirds full.  

Donôt overstuff 

¶ Thaw foods in the fridge 

¶ Decided what you want before you open the fridge or freezer 

¶ Unless baking a time sensitive items like  a cake, Donôt pre-
heat your oven 

¶ Keep a lid on it. To cut down cooking time 

¶ Start with warm tap water when boiling anything 

¶ Turn off oven and burners several minutes before food is 

done.  The retained heat will keep  it cooking 

¶ Use small burners for small pots

  Outfitting your very first kitchen can 

be a daunting task but well worth the 

effort.  Eating out  for one week can 

cost just as much as five to seven weeks 

of cooking your own (and much better 

quality) food . 

 

  Set aside one Saturday each month to 

do a mass cooking and baking day.  

While things are cooking, you can be 

making veggie sticks for future lunches, 

clearing counter space, washing dishes to 

reuse on the next recipe, and preparing 

the next dish.  

 

  An oven/stove is handy but not neces-

sary if you have a microwave and a 

toaster oven.  You can even cut a pizza in 

half to cook in a toaster oven!  Remember 

to let things cool before you cover them 

up.  Label everything with what it is,  the 

quantity inside the container, and the date 

it was made. 

 

  Buying a coffee/tea and a donut (about 

$2.75) once a weekday for a year adds up 

to  $715.00 per year!  Itôs well worth 

investing in a quality coffee maker ($30) 

or even picking up one from the second 

hand store or an unwanted spare one from 

a relative.  Paying $10 a month for pre-

mium coffee and filters  is still cheaper 

than a week of visiting the coffee shop. 

 

  Still longing for that bit of carbs and 

sweet?  By a $2 box of cake mix and 

make  medium sized cupcakes.  These 

cupcakes, once cooled, can be put in 

freezer bags and tossed in the freezer.  

The cupcakes  donôt harden up and they 

dethaw quickly . 

 

  Do you avoid buying in bulk because 

you canôt eat everything in time?  Go 

ahead and buy a 4L bag of milk when itôs 

on sale.  Put one sleeve in the fridge and 

the others in the freezer!  It works!  When 

you start running low, take a frozen 

sleeve and put it in the fridge so it will 

dethaw in time for your Corn Puffs the 

next morning. 

 

  Cooked vegetables freeze 

very well.  Do you like 

flavoured water?  Slice and 

freeze bits of orange, 

lemon, or lime and use as 

flavourful ice cubes! 

 

  Eggsé. Oh yes, my friend, eggs can be 

frozen too.  I like to put them in small 

containers so there are only two or three 

in each.  Make sure to clearly label how 

many are in there so if youôre looking to 

bake something the next day, you get the 

correct number of eggs.  Leave a con-

tainer of frozen eggs in the fridge over 

night to thaw safely. 

  Meat can be frozen raw or after itôs 

cooked.  I like to cook everything at 

once to save one energy, time, and ef-

fort.  Then I freeze whatever Iôm not 

using.  In the next two days. 

 

  When preparing things grown from the 

dirt, wash everything except mush-

rooms.  Mushrooms need to be wiped 

off.  They are like sponges and should 

not be put under running water. 

 

  Carrots are loaded with natural sugar but 

are incredibly good for you so you can 

eat as many as you like.  They are also a 

great (and healthy) way to sweeten sauces 

and casseroles.  I have added mashed 

carrots to thicken sauces and diced car-

rots to texture to various sauces.  Adding 

veggies and meat to sauces bulks up the 

meal and makes the sauce go much fur-

ther. 

 

  Want to get more veggies 

into you diet without hav-

ing to eat a hunk of broc-

coli or adding a whack of 

cheese?  The blender is 

your friend!  Throw any 

vegetable (carrots, broc-

coli, spinach, cauliflower, 

etc) and a couple of eggs in a blender and 

youôll be ready for tasty omelets! 

 

Cooking for yourself can save you big.  

Mass cooking can save you HUGE!
